This means the door
will be lightly sanded and a light coat of spar
varnish applied. A new weather strip at the
bottom of the door is included, if needed. This
will help protect your door. However, if you
postpone having the work performed and the
door has to be refinished (not just maintained),
the HOA will only cover a portion of the
refinishing and replacing the weather strip. The
HOA will pay $130.00 (the cost to the HOA of a
normal maintenance including the weather
strip) plus an additional $50.00 to cover the cost
of a second coat of varnish. The homeowner
will be responsible for the rest. So it pays to
have the work done every 2 years, if needed.
Please come to the Front Desk at the Clubhouse
and ask to have a work order made for Door
Maintenance if it has been 2 years since your
door was maintained last.
